I ended up learning 
to do more things then I was expecting; including doing chemotherapy IVs twice a day.  I’m not 
exactly  crazy about needles so this was a challenge I had to get over. Another one of my endeavors 
that I hadn’t mentioned was going monthly  to the Juvenile Detention Center to do a couple of hours 
of HIV+/AIDS teaching with those little darlings there as well.  Also forgot to mention that I 
received certification in Legal Case Management for mentally retarded individuals in the Criminal 
Justice System.  What a change in profession from being a master planner for 26 years with Mack-
Wayne/West Company in New Jersey  and then up to my ass in social services here in the Sunshine 
State.
